Investment in Man Trust (IIM Trust) was established on 25" February
1970. Late Dr. Upendra Apte, Late Dr.Achut S. Apte, Late Fr.
Mathew Lederle and Late Smt. Meenaxitai Apte were the founder
members of the trust. Further Late Shri. D.M. Sheth, Smt. Ashatai
Sheth and Shri. Sudhakar Marathe joined for the support of the trust.
[IM Trust has been working for the last four decades, in the field of
child and woman welfare and rural development in areas near Pune,
Maharashtra. IIM Trust is known for its institutional learning and
social services. The major problem, faced by our country, is
development of rural communities along with occupations,
education, health and family welfare. Our experience shows it is
necessary to work in close co-operation with rural communities. The
[IM Trust had chosen village Phulgaon, fourty kilometres away from
Pune on Pune-Ahmednagar highway (SH 60 ) as its base for all the
activities.

HOMES FOR DESTITUTE CHILDREN (DNYANESH BALGRUH) :
The rural settings of IIM Trust's project is ideally suited for care and
help of destitute children. Five suitable homes have been
constructed for these children. Each home accommodates maximum

5-6 children under the care of
house mother. In all thirty children,
mainly girls, of different age
groups with four house mothers
are the occupants who benefit
from this facility. Here the children
are accommodated between the
ages 6 to 18 years.

ISHWARI CENTRE FOR WOMEN :

(Institute for the Service of Handicrafts and Women's Awareness of
Rural Initiatives)

The main objective of this
program is to help economically
deprived and physically
challenged women to become
aware of their potential and
dignity. This program commenced
from 1990,which includes theory
and practice in making
handicrafts, embroidery, tailoring, bakery products and catering.
This is sandwich course of approximately ten months. IIM Trust
provides necessary facilities and free accommodation to the
trainees. It is more of 'Earn and Learn' process.

ANGANWADI WORKERS' TRAINING CENTRE :
This is being conducted since
1983,0n behalf of Integrated Child
Development Scheme (ICDS),
New Delhi. This is an on job
refresher training for Anganwadi
Workers. The main objectives are
to train village Anganwadi
Workers in following areas :

s Orientation of ICDS Schemes,
s Nutrition, == Health, == Pre-primary education and child
development, == Management of small scale organization,

s Family planning and birth control, s Community contacts and
participation, = Parent and community education.

PRE-PRIMARY SCHOOLS (BALWADIES) AND TEACHER'S
TRAINING CENTRE :
Villages in [IM Trust project area have primary schools run by

district authorities. No government
program recognizes and provides
any support for pre-primary
education. Keeping in mind, 1IM
Trust has undertaken to run 16
pre-primary schools (Balwadies).
This activity is in operation for
more than three decades on
Pune-Nagar highway and surrounding village areas. More than 600
children benefitted every year through this activity. This year we
have started English medium pre-primary education on
experimental basis at Wagholi.

TEACHER’S TRAINING :

The major obstacle was availability of trained teachers in rural
areas. To overcome this difficulty, IIM Trust conducts Teachers'
Training Centre from time to time. The trained teachers of
kindergarten benefit from this continuous training process and thus
they do not have to travel long distance for their employment. This
helps them to perform a vital function in their respective villages.

HIGHER EDUCATION AND COMPUTER LEARNING CENTRE:
In view of training and making
aware rural students in computer
technology, which is need of the
day, with the help of Chaitanya
Software Technologies ,IIM trust is
providing free of cost computer
training to all village people,
regardless of age. We wish to
expand this as a higher education
up to graduation/diploma in this field. For the benefit of rural
students an ultra modern facility is developed at our project site in
Phulgaon.

AGRICULTURE :

The trust owns 5.5 hectares of
land with adequate irrigation
facility for the entire farm. At
present we have got plantations of
anona, guava, mango, tamarind
and citrus lime trees. We wish to
use this farm as an experimental farm to conduct various
experiments on plant production and there is plan of agro-tourism.
